 At least one set of tools, including a 2lb ball-peen hammer, skinning knife, 10” crescent wrench, and a few drive hooks 
(J-hooks) 

 Provide a body belt for our dummy 

 Polypropylene rope – twice the length of the pole plus 20’ (at least 60-70’) and  least 3/8” diameter 

 1 pole, preferably framed with 7’ crossarm, pins and braces  

 Bucket truck to hoist dummy.  If there is no bucket truck available then the instructor can bring his snatch block, but a 
truck is preferable.
