Candidates will also be required to complete a three-day internship demonstrating the skills of
Signalling. Maximum number of participants per session — 20.

The course objectives are three fold: to teach and train the traffic control person in the proper methods and techniques of
stopping, slowing and directing traffic; to make participants aware of the potential results of poor traffic control procedures
including death and injuries to the traveling public, fellow workers and themselves; and thirdly, to reduce the possibility of
damage to equipment, vehicles and materials.
